
THANKSLIVING  
The Power of Perpetual Praise 

• Psalm 100:1-5 
1. Make a joyful noise unto the L-RD, all ye lands. 
2. Serve the L-RD with gladness: come before His presence with 

singing. - Psalm 95:2 – Let us come before His presence with thanksgiving and make a joyful 
noise unto Him with psalms. 

3. Know ye that the L-RD He is G-d: it is He that has made us, and not we ourselves; we are His 
people and the sheep of His pasture. 

4. Enter His gates with thanksgiving, and into His courts with praise; 
Be thankful unto Him and bless His name. 

     5.  For the L-RD is good; His mercy is everlasting; and His truth endureth  
 to all generations. 

♦ Thanksgiving - (Hebrew) Todah = an extension of the hand, in adoration.  
A sacrifice of praise, and offering of thanks.  
Todah rabah Abba = Father (Daddy), Thank you very much!  
♦ From Yahdah = to use the hand to throw a stone or shoot an arrow.  

To revere or worship with extended hands. 
♦ Psalm 22:3 – Thou art holy, O Thou who inhabits the praises of Israel.  
♦ Psalm 8:1-2 – O L-RD, our L-RD, how excellent is Your name in all the earth! Who 

has set Your glory above the heavens. Out of the mouth of babes and sucklings You 
have ordained strength (Matthew 21:16 - or perfected praise) because of Your 
enemies, that You might still the enemy and the avenger.  

♦ 2 Chronicles 20:20-23 
• 1 Thessalonians 5:16-18 – In everything give thanks for this is the will of G-d. Eucharisteo (Greek) 

= to express gratitude, to speak grateful language (to G-d) as an act of worship.   
• Ephesians 5:20 – Giving thanks always for all things to G-d the Father in the name of our L-RD 

Y’shua the Messiah. 
• Romans 8:28-30 – All things work together for good to those who love G-d. 
• James 1:2-4 – My brethren, count it all joy when you fall into various trials, knowing that the 

testing of your faith produces patience. But let patience have its perfect work, that you may be 
perfect and complete, lacking nothing. 

• 1 Peter 4:12-13 – Beloved, do not think it strange concerning some strange thing happened to you; 
but rejoice to the extent that you partake of Messiah’s sufferings that when His glory is revealed, 
you may also be glad with exceeding joy. 

• 2 Corinthians 12: 9-10 – Glory in our weaknesses so that the power of Messiah rests upon us. 
• Psalm 107:21 - 22 – Oh that men would praise the L-RD for His goodness and for His 

wonderful works to the children of men. And let them sacrifice the sacrifices of 
thanksgiving and declare His works with rejoicing. 
• Psalm 116:17 – I will offer to Thee the sacrifice of thanksgiving and will call upon the name of 

the L-RD. > Sacrifice – (Hebrew) – Zabach = to slaughter an animal in offering a sacrifice. 
• Hebrews 13:15 – Therefore by Him let us continually offer the sacrifice of praise to G-d, that is, the 

fruit of our lips, giving thanks to His name. 
• Psalm 34:1-3 – I will bless the L-RD at all times, His praise shall continually be in my mouth. 
• Philippians 4:6 –9 – Prayer with thanksgiving will keep your heart & mind through Messiah.
